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Passenger traffic at Detroit Metro Airport picks up                 as the holiday weekend approaches

March 23, 2005 - - Travelers using Detroit Metropolitan Wayne County Airport (DTW) are being advised to give themselves plenty of extra time to get in and out of the Airport and to call ahead for parking conditions as the holiday weekend approaches.
The Airport has been experiencing surges in passenger traffic for the past several weeks – beginning with Winter breaks in mid-February, followed by Spring breaks and now the Easter holiday. 
“During this busy season when pleasure travel increases, customers are encouraged to use the Airport’s website (www.metroairport.com), check with their airlines for specific requirements & procedures, and plan ahead,” said Wayne County Airport Authority CEO Lester Robinson.  
In response to the heavy travel loads, the Airport has temporarily opened its Green Lot for parking overflow.  “Some parking lots have been filling up on and off over the past month,” said Robinson.  “So for added convenience, we have re-opened our Green Lot, which is located on the north end of the Airport complex, near the Big Blue Deck.”

For up-to-the-minute information on parking conditions at the Airport, travelers are advised to call the 24-hour parking hotline (800-642-1978) prior to arriving.  And while approaching, motorists should check the electronic variable message sign at the entrance of the Airport, which displays current parking conditions and recommends alternative options if lots are full.  Motorists can also tune into 920 AM within two to three miles of the Airport to learn which terminal buildings the various airlines operate out of.
Travelers are also reminded that that the curb-fronts are reserved for active loading and unloading only.  To reduce curb-front congestion during peak times, friends and family picking up travelers can park in one of the Airport’s nearby short-term lots and meet their party at a pre-designated location, such as airline luggage claim areas.
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
